Notes for Cheryl Wheeler Songbook.

All x’s for silent strings have been removed as per Cheryl’s request.

1. “Northern Girl” Only difference is that Cheryl plays a G9 in the 3rd and 7th bar of each verse; whereas the album version is a plain G chord in the 3rd and 7th bar of each verse.

2. “Arrow” Cheryl plays last two chords of each verse differently than the album. Cheryl =[image: image1.bmp]  [image: image2.bmp]   Album=[image: image3.png]Darr




[image: image4.bmp]  The sonic difference in G and G9 is very noticeable.

3.  “Walk Around Downtown” versions are identical.

4. Gandhi/Buddha same except Cheryl’s version refers to D6/F# as D/F# where the B string is played open.  [image: image5.bmp]
5. “Moonlight and Roses” works.

6. “When Fall Comes To New England” OK - uses simplest form of G and D/F# - works well to play along.

7. “Quarter Moon”  Only the intro varies.  Cheryl version leaves out 2 bars that are on album.

8. “Aces”  One version – uses Cheryl’s form of G and A chord.

9. “Hard Line To Draw” – Two versions; Album version features simple diamond chords.  Cheryl’s live version doesn’t play well with the record and could confuse the listener.  Maybe we could post both the solo and the ensemble version.

10. “Almost” One version(Cheryl’s)Cheryl obviously feels strongly about her inversions on this one and they do not present a real conflict with the piano.

11. “Addicted”  I think this works unless Cheryl has any suggestions. 

12. “So Far To Fall” Climb [image: image6.bmp][image: image7.bmp][image: image8.bmp] does not exist in 7nd bar of second verse on the album whereas Cheryl’s live version incorporates it. Cheryl plays chord C [image: image9.bmp]  in chorus; however the electric guitar on the album plays a C9  [image: image10.bmp] which dominates the tonality here.  Both parts are there and both are valid.  

13.  “Sylvia Hotel” One size fits all!

14.  “Don’t Wanna”  1 difference – Cheryl uses Dadd9/A [image: image11.bmp] instead of the variations of D which are heard on the album.  There is a  very noticeable difference - even to the casual listener.  It is my opinion that the Dadd9/A will confuse anyone trying to learn to play the piece like the record.  

15. “75 Septembers” – Identical except that Cheryl’s version capos the first fret rather than the second fret.  She has obviously dropped the key a half step since recording the song.  This should be a no brainer.  

16.  “Who Am I Foolin’”  Cheryl’s take verbatim.

17. Further and Further Away”  Album version adds two prominent chords at the end of the bridge.  The final tag in the song is different on the album than Cheryl’s tag.  They are incompatible.  If we use the Cheryl version listeners will regard the tag as a typographical error. 

18. “One Love” One version – works well.

19. “Miss You More Than I’m Mad” Cheryl’s version: contains a G9 [image: image12.bmp] at the end of the second and third verses is a G [image: image13.bmp] on the recording;  Cheryl’s version contains an Em7 [image: image14.bmp] in the chorus’s that is not played on the record. The recording is simply an Em diamond. Although the recording version is closer to what is played on the record, either version is fine to play along.
